Dr. Greenberg began her career as an isotope geochemist and has more than 20 

years of experience in environmental geology with a research focus on understanding the 

societal implications of natural resource utilization.   For the last ten years, she has been 

directly involved in carbon capture and storage (CCS) research, permitting, and has created 

and implemented knowledge sharing and capacity building programs to publically engage 

stakeholders.   In 2009, she received funding to launch the Sequestration Training and 

Education Program (STEP) to disseminate information and provide training and education 

for the public, educational community, and emerging carbon sequestration industry.  Her 

combined training as an environmental geologist and a geoscience educator provide a unique 

perspective on understanding public challenges related to carbon sequestration and energy.
